	1. Introductions were given by those present

	3. Production of Sport and Physical Activity ‘club directory’
 ‘Active Bradford’ (http://www.activebradford.org.uk/ ) James distributed a draft copy of the WAG directory and fed back that there were a few minor details to be amended. Logos and Bradford Council Sport & Leisure details to be included and a note of Parish Council support for the project. Information had not been received from all clubs and groups however as much information as possible had been collated and inputted into the directory. The directory will roughly take one week to print and copies will be distributed to community buildings, libraries and surgeries etc. The hard copy directory will be completed by January 2012, and will also be uploaded onto the ilkley.org website. A press release to promote the directory will also go into the Ilkley Gazette.


	4. ‘Olympic Events’ & Information
a. Calendar – James distributed a copy of the ‘WAG Olympic calendar’ which detailed current sports club Olympic themed events that had been confirmed. John commented that it was imperative to push and get more clubs involved and suggested whether Ilkley FC could hold an Olympic themed tournament and Ilkley Swimming Club holding an Olympic style gala. James will continue to update and work with clubs to promote what is going on.
b. IGS Proposals – Peter Blackwell informed the group of two proposals for events to take place in partnership with WAG; firstly a primary school ‘Exhibition Day’ which will take place on July 2nd including all primary schools in the Wharfe Valley undertaking activities football, basketball, rugby, dodge ball and handball. Teams will be made up from pupils in year 5 with teams of 7 boys and 7 girls, concluding with a shuttle relay for all competitors.

Secondly, a ‘Multi-match’ event to be held on July 4th involving IGS and St.Mary’s Menston for year 8 pupils to take part in. Same activities competing for a trophy. Both events to take place at Ilkley Rugby Club and IGS sports leaders will assist in the delivery.

c. Family event & Older Peoples event proposals – Initial proposals were discussed at the first LSA meeting. 
James & Alison organised two steering group meetings to develop these proposals further however, the meetings were postponed as they were informed that each of the parish councils were looking at organising different events and activities to promote the Olympics, the Olympic Torch journey, and the Queen’s Jubilee. It was decided that WAG would not continue with the development of these proposals until more concrete information was available from the parish councils, and then WAG would work in partnership to support such events. Paul Kitching informed the group that there was a meeting in relation to this, organised by Ilkley Parish Council, on 25th January at Ilkley Rugby Club, all welcome. 
d. More details on the events will be available at the next meeting but it was felt by those present that until the meeting on the 25th January, discussions about future events should be put on hold.


	5. Website Development:
James informed all that WAG had set up an information page on the ilkley.org website.
The webpage will have all details regarding the project; dates of activities will be linked to the calendar, meeting minutes will be uploaded to the page and the WAG sports directory will be uploaded once complete.

The web page is currently located in the ‘clubs and organisation’ section however James is currently in discussions to try and have page on the front page of the ilkley.org website to maximise publicity and promote WAG as much as possible.

	6. ‘Newsflash’ / Newsletter

James informed the group that WAG would implement newsletters which will include WAG information, Club events, activities and information. Following discussion it was decided that these would be compiled bi-monthly and the first edition will be during February 2012. It was suggested that deadlines with dates should be made to ensure that clubs and groups know when information is required.
